LOS ANGELES, CA - The Candle Light March marks the closing of the Hollywood Spiritual Film
Festival, a 26-week event that brought together some of Hollywood's caring elite.

doing to change the world for the better?”

Where: West Hollywood, a place of responsible tolerance. Across from the Pacific Design Center
at West Hollywood Park.

When: Tuesday, September 21st at 7:15PM, on the Intemational Day of Peace and the Fall
equinox,

The underlying theme for the festival is The Gates of Praise - a time to acknowledge the good works that
people have done and are doing for humanity. The march will feature the display of one of Los Angeles's
most historical gates. Considered by some to be classic works of art, the gates were forged in Mexico
nearly one hundred years ago and were erected at the Los Angeles archdiocese cathedral where they
guarded the Our Lady of Guadalupe shrine for decades. Hundreds of thousands of immigrant Americans
prayed and wept at their foundation and festival organizers have them on loan for this very special

occasion. Marchers are encouraged bring tokens of praise (trinkets, images, a letter, etc.) to hang on the
gates.
